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The EU and Georgia signed an Association Agreement in June 2014, which entered fully
into force in July 2016. This agreement provides the foundations for
political association and economic integration.

The EU
is Georgia’s
main trading
partner, with a 21%
share of its total trade in 2021.
Total bilateral trade between the
EU and Georgia has increased
by 15% since the entry into
force of the DCFTA. In 2021,
Georgia received one of the
highest levels of EU grant
assistance per capita
in the world.

Key benefits from this relationship include a Deep and
Comprehensive Free Trade Area (DCFTA), which
opens the EU market to Georgian business and
product and visa free travel to the Schengen area for
Georgian citizens since 28 March 2017.

The EU is Georgia’s largest donor and provides

around €100 million of grant money annually to support
Georgia’s ambitious reform agenda. The Neighbourhood,

Development and International Cooperation Instrument —

Global Europe (NDICI) is the main instrument for the EU’s cooperation with
external partners, including Georgia, for the period 2021-2027. The EU’s grants to
Georgia for 2021-20224 amount to €340 million and will be complemented by other
regional and thematic programmes as well as funding in the forms of loans and
guarantees.
